Photo exhibition lovers must shout when the famous Prix Pictet
exhibition will be exhibited in Thailand for the first time between
August 21 - November 23 this year at BACC or Bangkok Art and
Culture Center. The Prix Pictet Award (pronounced Pre Pictet) was
established since B.E. Prof. 2008 by Mr. Stephen D. Barber
(Stephen D. Barber), the founder and chairman of the Prix Pictet
of Pictet Group, who is determined to use the power of
photography to 'stimulate' the world's attention and be aware of
the problem of sustainability (Sustainability) in general. This
award has been held for ten terms.

The Prix
Pictet has a network of more than 300 nominees around the
world, including critics, curators and experts in the field of visual
arts. More than 5,000 photographers have been nominated since
the Prix Pictet Award. Their work reflects the fragile conditions of
the world in a variety of ways. The winner will be selected by an
independent committee and has been awarded 100,000 Swiss
francs. The Pict has been exhibited more than 150 times. There
are works by nominated artists from more than 45 cities around
the world.

twelve outstanding photographers who have been selected for
the final round. These works are a powerful in-depth exploration
of various aspects of the '"Human' concept. Each artist reflects our
shared humanity through perspectives and unique presentation
methods. The selected works include documentary images,
portraits, landscapes, including light studies. Raise a variety of
issues to be reflected through the camera lens. From the lives of
indigenous people who are oppressed, social conflicts, separated
youth, economic collapse, traces of human settlement, industrial
development, as well as the violence of criminal gangs, border
areas and migration. These works not only present reflections of
the world we live in, but also question the role of humans as
guardians of the planet. It also helps to point out the important
issues of global sustainability, which is the Prix Pictet award since
its inception.

"The theme of our award is usually just one word. A concept that
is quite abstract. Can be interpreted in many aspects, both
positive and negative, which this time is the word 'human' that
can be mentioned a lot," said Mr. Barber. And when we asked
about Mr. Barber himself. What is his personal opinion about the
word 'human' The answer is very interesting. "The human race is
the most wonderful and ingenious animal ever on this world. As
far as we know, we no longer think that we are part of the
connection with nature. We see the world as a source of resources
that we have to be robbed and use under the development and
economy. "Mr. Barber answered before expanding the story.
"Humans have the highest and lowest instinct. Nevertheless, we
have the power to preserve the world. The question is that we can
still learn from the indigenous people who live in the most
difficult environment in the world. These communities are

The winner of the Prix Pictet Human is Indian photographer Gauri
Gill (Gauri Gill). She attended the award ceremony which was held
at the Victoria and Albert Museum (Victoria and Albert Museum -
V&A) in September. Prof. 2023, which is considered the first place
to hold an international tour exhibition. With a prize of 100,000
Swiss francs, Gill was selected from the final 12 photographers by
an independent jury. Gill's work 'Notes from the Desert'
emphasizes her belief in working with the community. Through
what she calls 'active listening' over the past 20 years, she has
worked closely with communities in the desert areas of Western
Rajasthan. Northern India and in the past decade, she has worked
with indigenous artists in Maharashtra.

The winners
of this award include Colombian photographer Federico Rios
Escobar (Federico Rios Escobar) with a prize of 10,000 Swiss
francs. His heartbreaking work called 'Paths of Desperate Hope'
conveys the sad reality of children in South America. Where their
parents have chosen to travel at risk on the migration through
Darién Gap (Darién Gap), a dangerous evergreen forest area on
the border between Colombia and Panama. The People's Choice
Award was established to give the final round to give people the
opportunity to vote for their favorite works from the list of
candidates. Moreover, this award also aims to encourage
extensive discussion about environmental issues. And the

For more than 17 years, the Prix Pictet has been an important
part that helps reflect the awareness of sustainability and the
world's environmental problems without any words.

Especially if digital
communication is included, it should reach twice as many
people," Mr. Barber said proudly. "We have emphasized that we
have emphasized the issues that are in our era such as climate
collapse, water shortages, excessive consumption, loss of
biodiversity, social inequality, refugee problems, war and many
more. I do not doubt that we have made significant awareness of
these stories in the past 17 years. Have the government and
private sectors changed any policy changes or behavior from
seeing our work? I would like to believe that. I really believe so.
But still, there are still a lot to continue. "

Our last question with Mr. Barber is what do you think is a big
problem that should be solved as soon as possible? "I think it's
about the health of the ocean," he replied. "The ocean covers two-
thirds of the earth's surface. And we don't agree with what's
going on under the surface. It's an excellent source of carbon
absorption. Which thanks to tiny planks The ocean helps to
reduce global warming. But that heat makes the ocean water
hotter up to the point of disturbing important ecosystems.
Causing a very dangerous impact on the climate," Mr. Barber
explained before ending, "Humans do too much. We destroy the
seabed with dredging fishing. And now we still have more needs
to mine at the bottom of the sea to find the mineral layer. "What
are you do with it? "Take it to make a smartphone that ended up
in the garbage yard."
